SDTAQ Inc. Scholarships’ Application Package
The Speech and Drama Teachers’ Association of Queensland Inc. offers three Scholarships to its members annually. These Scholarships were established in 2001 as a way of meeting one of the Association’s constitutional objectives: to promote excellence in Speech and Drama. Thus far, recipients have benefited in terms of their personal development, training, and improvement of skills and knowledge in the area of Speech and Drama across various levels. The Scholarships are named in honour of three women who have been prominent members of the SDTAQ Inc. These women were a major influence on the development of our profession and the promotion of excellence in Speech, Drama and Communication throughout Queensland and Australia.
The three Scholarships are: 

· The Therese D’Arcy Scholarship

· The Marcia McCallum Scholarship 

· The Rhoda Felgate Memorial Scholarship

The Therese D’Arcy Scholarship
The purpose of the Therese D’Arcy Scholarship is to enable ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the Speech and Drama Teachers’ Association of Qld Inc. to develop their Speech and/or Drama and/or Communication teaching qualification. The value of the scholarship is $1000. 
Therese D’Arcy commenced her studies with Dora Krummel. After graduating from the University of Queensland in 1945 with a Bachelor of Arts Degree, she became responsible for Dora Krummel’s practice which included teaching at several Brisbane schools. Miss D’Arcy became one of a group of teachers to establish practices at 51 Wickham Terrace, later to become the headquarters of Twelfth Night Theatre. Her practical involvement in the Theatre was as a player and as a tutor at Junior Twelfth Night Theatre. Miss D’Arcy lectured and demonstrated at drama workshops and seminars conducted by the Australian Music Examinations Board and by Twelfth Night Theatre. 

Therese D’Arcy’s examining career began with the AMEB in 1957. She became a member of the Federal Speech and Drama Authority and, subsequently, its Chairman.  She also held positions on the ABC Advisory Board and the AMEB Queensland Committee. From AMEB Queensland she has received a special commendation for her work and from AMEB Australia, she is the recipient of an Honorary Fellowship.  In 1977, Miss D’Arcy joined the English staff of Clayfield College, teaching there until she retired in 1989. 
Miss D’Arcy has been a member of the SDTAQ Inc for well over 50 years. She has held Council (Committee) positions including that of Secretary and President (1955-57, 1966-67).  She was made an Honorary Life Member in 1971.  In 1997, Miss D’Arcy was awarded an OAM for her contribution to Speech and Drama and services to the community.  Miss D’Arcy has been a member of the SDTAQ Inc. Scholarship Interview Panel since the Scholarships were inaugurated. 

The Marcia McCallum Scholarship

The purpose of the Marcia McCallum Scholarship is to enable FULL AND ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the Speech and Drama Teachers’ Association of Queensland Inc. to develop their skills in Speech and/or Drama and/or Communication through professional development workshops, seminars or courses. The value of the scholarship is $1000. 
Marcia McCallum studied Speech and Drama as a night student in Sydney at the NSW Conservatorium whilst working daily at Station 2UW.  She acted in radio plays and on stage. Marcia McCallum’s first teaching experience was in Albury as a teacher of English. She taught Speech and Drama in Grafton before coming to Queensland to join the teaching staff at The Glennie Memorial School in Toowoomba. 
In 1948, she accepted an invitation from Rhoda Felgate to teach at Twelfth Night School of Speech and Drama in Brisbane. Miss McCallum went into private practice in Brisbane and also taught at Loreto Convent at Coorparoo. Miss McCallum was also employed as a lecturer at the University of Queensland and as a stage deportment coach at the Queensland Conservatorium. Furthermore, Marcia McCallum contributed to the profession through the publication of Phonetic Readers I, II and III in 1959. In 1966, a revised edition was published in collaboration with G.R.Cochrane of the Department of English, University of Queensland, entitled Introducing Phonetics. 

In 1958, Miss McCallum was appointed an examiner for the Australian Music Examinations Board and resigned from the Examiners’ Panel in 1988.  In addition, she was an experienced eisteddfod adjudicator.  Currently, Miss Marcia McCallum resides in northern New South Wales. Before being made an Honorary Life Member in 1970, Miss McCallum held a number of Council (Committee) positions including that of President (1963,1964, 1969).  Miss McCallum has been a member of the Scholarships Interview Panel. 
The Rhoda Felgate Memorial Scholarship

The purpose of the Rhoda Felgate Memorial Scholarship is to enable FULL AND ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the Speech and Drama Teachers’ Association of Queensland Inc. to develop their skills in Speech and Drama and Communication through professional development workshops, seminars, accredited courses or a course of study that the applicant/s believes will develop their skills and knowledge in Speech and/or Drama and/or Communication. The value of the Rhoda Felgate Memorial Scholarship is $3000. 
Rhoda Felgate’s influence on the development, appreciation and advancement of the teaching profession was significant.  Miss Felgate began teaching Speech and Drama in 1923. She was a founding member of the Brisbane Repertory Theatre and, in 1936, she founded the Twelfth Night Theatre in which she was closely involved through production, direction and acting. This Theatre contributed greatly to the development of the Arts in Queensland.  She became a member of the AMEB in Queensland and was Chairman of the AMEB Federal Speech and Drama Authority.  As a teacher, her career spanned 70 years and her studio produced many outstanding performers and teachers.
In 1960, Rhoda Felgate was appointed a member of the Australian Broadcasting Commission. Her contribution to the community and to its cultural life was recognised by her being awarded an MBE and as OAM as well as an honorary Master of Arts degree from the University of Queensland.  Miss Felgate died in 1990 at the age of 89 years.  Her involvement with the SDTAQ Inc was extensive, being its President in 1948-1949 and Patron (1957-1963, 1973-1979).  Miss Felgate was a regular presenter at seminars and workshops conducted by the SDTAQ Inc. appearing at these well into the 1980s.
Who Can Apply for the Therese D’Arcy Scholarship?

An ASSOCIATE MEMBER may apply for the Therese D’Arcy Student Scholarship if he/she:

· is 17 years or older at the time of the closing date for applications for the Scholarship in the year of application;

· is  currently a FINANCIAL STUDENT MEMBER of SDTAQ Inc. and has been a FINANCIAL STUDENT MEMBER for at least one year prior to this year;

· has not previously received a SDTAQ Inc. Scholarship.

Who Can Apply for the Marcia McCallum Student Scholarship?
Application for this Scholarship may be made by FULL MEMBERS AND ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the Association if he/she:
· is 17 years or older at the time of the closing date for applications for the Scholarship in the year of application

· is  currently a FINANCIAL FULL OR ASSOCIATE MEMBER of SDTAQ Inc. and has been a FINANCIAL FULL/ ASSOCIATE MEMBER for at least one year prior to this year;

· has not  previously received any SDTAQ Inc. Scholarship.

   
Who Can Apply for the Rhoda Felgate Memorial Scholarship?

Application for this Scholarship may be made by FULL MEMBERS AND ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the Association or by a group of teachers (all FULL OR ASSOCIATE MEMBERS) who intend working on a joint project. Members may apply for the Scholarship if he/she/they:

· is/are 18 years or older at the time of the closing date for applications for the Scholarship in the year of application
· is  currently a FINANCIAL FULL OR ASSOCIATE MEMBER of SDTAQ Inc. and has been a FINANCIAL FULL or ASSOCIATE MEMBER for at least the three consecutive years prior to this year;

· has not received any SDTAQ Inc. Scholarship in the last five years.

How are the applications processed?

Application forms are available from the Honorary Scholarships’ Officer of the Association.   

Completed application forms should be addressed to the Honorary Scholarships’ Officer at the address indicated in the Application Package.  Completed forms should be received ON or BEFORE the closing date which is September 30th in the year of application. 

A Panel appointed by the SDTAQ Inc. Management Committee will assess all applications and will select a short-list of applicants who demonstrate the greatest merit in relation to the purpose of the Scholarship for which application has been made.

The Scholarships’ Interview Panel attaches importance to each applicant’s career path and the plans proposed for the use of Scholarship monies. 
The Panel may interview those applicants it short-lists as soon as possible after the closing date for applications.  At this interview, applicant/s may present additional material which supports, reflects or enhances his/her/their application. 
The Panel will recommend the applicants who, through their submitted application and possible interview, have best addressed the purpose of the Scholarship for which application has been made.  N.B.: If the Panel is of the opinion that no application adequately addresses the purpose for which a Scholarship exists, there is no obligation to recommend any applicant for that Scholarship. 
At its earliest convenience, the Panel will list the interviewed applicants in order of merit and report this to the SDTAQ Inc. Management Committee. Thereupon, the Management Committee will determine the recipients of the respective Scholarships with their decision being final.  No further correspondence will be entered into.
Applicants shall be informed of the outcome of their application at the earliest possible opportunity.  Usually, the Scholarships will be presented to the recipients at the Annual General Meeting of the SDTAQ Inc. Members of the Association will be notified of the Scholarship recipients in the Autumn edition of the Quarterly Voice.
What is expected of the successful applicant?

Applicants to whom Scholarships are offered must indicate their acceptance in writing to the Honorary Scholarships’ Officer.  If such acceptance is not received within one month of the original notification, the Management Committee may withdraw the offer to the applicant/s and offer the Scholarship to another applicant drawn from the Panel’s order of merit. 

Once awarded a Scholarship, recipients are required to submit two written reports (including budgets) on progress made according to their stated proposal for scholarship use.  The first report will be due for submission by July 31st of the year in which the Scholarship is presented.  The second report is due at the completion of the Scholarship project.
Recipients should fulfil the terms on which the Scholarship has been awarded within two years of receiving it.  Awardees must seek Management Committee approval to deviate from the terms of the original proposal for a Scholarship.
The successful applicant will be required to make a presentation at an SDTAQ Inc. Seminar, workshop or a similar occasion and/or produce a written report for publication in The Quarterly Voice.  The nature of this presentation and/or report will be negotiated between the recipient and the Management Committee within two years of receiving the Scholarship. 
Will a Scholarship be offered every year?

If in any year the Scholarships’ Interview Panel is of the opinion that no applicant is of sufficient merit to warrant the awarding of a Scholarship, the Management Committee may resolve not to award that Scholarship in that year. 
At its discretion, from time to time, the SDTAQ Inc. Management Committee may review the value of the Scholarships and conditions applying to each of them.  
What is the process involved in applying for a Scholarship?
1. Obtain an Application Package.  Read it thoroughly.
2. Determine for which Scholarship you are qualified and for which ONE SCHOLARSHIP you would like to apply.
3. Prepare a written application which may be submitted in a presentation style (layout) of the applicant’s/applicants’ choice, but must include the following:
· Scholarship Application Form (see insert) attached to the front of the application.

· A short resume which includes a record of academic and other qualifications relevant to the application.  Detail of your involvement with the Association and its activities should be included in the resume.
· A proposed budget for intended use of the Scholarship monies to meet the purpose of the Scholarship for which application is made.  (Areas for which recipients have used previous Scholarships include accent training, and attainment of ATCL, ASDA and LSDA qualifications.)

Forward 4 (four) copies of your application to the Honorary Scholarships’ Officer. 
5. 
Submit your application so that it is received by the by 30th September. 
6. 
Attend an interview with the Scholarships Panel if requested to do so.
